BIOGRAPHICAL NOTES 

         Juan Antonio Morales, is currently the Tinker Visiting Professor at Columbia University. He was 
         President of the Central Bank of Bolivia from September 1995 to April 2006.  In his long term in  
         office (almost eleven years) at the Central Bank he served with six Presidents of Bolivia and nine  
         Ministers of Finance. In 2005 he was elected Central Banker of the Year for Latin America by the  
         publication Emerging Markets. He is professor of economics and former dean of the Faculty of  
         Economic and Financial Sciences, Catholic University of Bolivia in La Paz.  Also, during his long  
         career before he went to the Central Bank  he was a consultant to several Bolivian and 
         International organizations like the World Bank and the Economic Commission for Latin America 
         and the Caribbean. After leaving the Central Bank he has been a frequent keynote speaker in 
         conferences of the American Chamber of Commerce in La Paz and of the Confederation of 
         Bolivian Private Entrepreneurs. Professor Morales obtained his degree of Docteur en Sciences 
         Economiques at the Catholic University of Louvain, Belgium in 1971. He has taught in universities 
         in Latin America, Europe and the U.S. and he has published extensively in Spanish, English and 
         French. He is the author or co-author of six books, numerous articles in scientific journals and 
         contributes regularly to the opinion pages of Bolivian newspapers.
